Advanced Art Assignments

You are working more independently now, so you will be expected to pace your self and set goals for a time line. I will meet with you at least two times a week (most weeks more) to determine your progress and give you feed back. If you feel you need more input from me it is your responsibility to seek out guidance from me. Remember I have the background in Art use me to guide you through the process.

Still Life 

All artists understand the importance of observation and the connection to the ability to render real life objects. You are to pull objects from my back room and create a still life. You may also bring in objects. You will need to set up your still life in this room in a corner that will not be disturbed. Please see me about this. This rendering should be done in pencil or on a black board with white conti.  Remember the importance of lighting! I have spotlights to help in this process. I give higher marks to students that attempt a higher level of difficulty and even though you may struggle. If you are not sure check with me!

Things to remember when drawing a still life:

1. Set yourself up with a drawing board (under the table) So that your line of sight is as short as it can be.

2. Remember where you sat so you can get the same view the next day.

3. Always start with contours to get your proportions aligned.

4. Try and fill the page drawing should at least cover 3/4 of page if you are not sure use a pair of L’s to look at your composition.
5. Use a HB pencil and don't press too hard.

6. Check for verticals and horizontals to get your proportions right!

7. Shade in the direction the object curves in
8. Shade carefully so as to modulate with a variety of grays.

Some Ideas for Media

1. Use vine charcoal to create a gray background then use an eraser to create your highlights and conti to create your darks

2. Use pencils HB for lights colors, 4B for darkest.

3. Use Pastels and create a drawing using warm colors for lightest areas and cool colors for Darkest colors

4. Use black paper and a white conti only draw your highlights
