Hi, I’m Mrs. Killmore I’ll be your teacher for the next 40 weeks. I’m looking forward to working with you! I have spent some time designing this course with you as the student in mind. As this course is an extension of studio art you will be expected to develop mastery and build on skills from your previous art experiences. I expect that you may be contemplating a career in the arts so portfolio prep is a part of this course. Further more, as you will be working in a classroom with students at many different levels of art. I will expect you to be able to work more independently than you have in the past. As you already have a basic art background, I will help you improve and master new techniques and become more of an Artist. My philosophy is if you come to class with a positive attitude, try and do the work you will be successful in this class.
Things you will accomplish in this class.

1. You will further develop skills in drawing painting and sculpture and use those skills for self-expression and begin to build a portfolio for a possible career in the arts.

2. You will further develop skills based on the principles of art such as color, line, shape, texture, and design and design and create projects based on their own personal vision.

3. You will further develop an artist and designer’s vocabulary

4. You will learn to defend and critique your work and work of fellow students.

5. You will further develop and create well-crafted presentations and how they affect your designs

6. You will further develop a work ethic that will guide you as you prepare to move on in high school and beyond.

7. You will produce a website with a collection of your work on the school server.

All these objectives will be accomplished a variety of assignments done in class over a

40-week period. Class meets 5 times a week.
Supplies:  As you are taking an intermediate level course you will need to purchase an art kit that I have assembled for you. The kit will cost $15.00.  If you lose any item you will be expected to repurchase those items, as you will need them for the full year.  I supply a folder for every student but you should still have a case to put your supplies in. A zip lock pouch is great. As I can buy these items in bulk the cost is substantially less than if you purchased them your self. If there is any problem let me now and we will work something out. I will post a supply cost breakdown at the beginning of the year so you can see what each item costs. If this fee is a problem for any student you can see me privately or vkillmore@tully.k12.ny.us
Sketchbook: As an advanced student you will be expected to maintain a sketchbook. We will draw every Friday on paper I provide. If you are sick or miss a Friday you are responsible to make up the work. As this is a major part of your grade each marking period failure to complete the assignment may adversely affect your grade. 
Attendance: This is very important in this class as we do all work in the classroom. If you are sick you need to speak to me about making up your work. I do allow extra time if you have been ill for some time.

Late Projects: All projects must be handed in on time. Each day your project is late your grade drops 1 point. I feel it is important to prepare you for high school deadlines. If you find you are getting behind or are just unable to keep up, it is important you speak to me and we will make the necessary adjustments.

Grading:  projects will be graded on the following

1. Based on Classroom participation

2. How you follow and solve the problem I give you.

3. Presentation and craftsmanship (is it clean, no stains, no rips)

4. Timely submission (if you hand it in on time)

Any students unhappy with a grade may redo the project on their own time, and I will average both grades for a new higher grade!

The course will be graded on the following:

1. 25% Classroom projects

2. 25% Classroom Participation

3. 10% Preparedness (that means bring your supplies to class everyday)

4. 20% Sketch book (Friday assignment done in class room)
5. 10% Midterm

6. 10% Final

7. Extra credit (any art work you do on your own time)

You will find that I am very flexible and am easy to get along with if you follow simple rules. I can’t wait to get started!
