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How to cut a mat
Logan mat cutter
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To adjust width of mat turn knobs and adjust mat guide to measurement of your choice
Because this process requires a board that can cost upwards of $5.00 a piece it is very important you follow directions and measure carefully
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First you must determine area you want exposed inside of mat. Take a pair of L”s (in the front of the room behind flag. Create a “mat with the L”s and measure the width and the Height. Put the numbers below.

2. To determine the total width of the actual mat you will need to add the width of the inside to the width of the actual mat. You may choose 2” or 3” these are pretty standard. Since you need double that width on all four sides double the chosen width by 2 and add that to the numbers above. 

Height___________+4” =____________ total outside measurement

Width___________+4” =____________ total outside measurement

Ex -The above computation would be for a 2” mat for a 3” mat you would replace 4” with 6”

3. Before I will give you a mat board for cutting, bring these computations to me and we will make sure your measurements are accurate.

4. You now have the outside dimensions of the mat you must cut your board to the numbers after the = in #2 above.

5. Measure very carefully and cut your mat down to the correct dimensions either using the rotary cutter behind my desk or the large mat cutter in the window sill.

6. Once you have cut your board down to size, simply adjust the mat cutter guide to equal width you want the mat to be, either (2” or 3”) Fig 2 on page 1.

7. Then place mat good side down lower guide bar down and using a pencil, mark your board along the guide. (fig3) Do this four times. When you are done you should have the edges of mat defined on all four sides.
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8. When you are sure your measurements are correct. Place the mat to be cut into the machine front side down lower the Guide Rail.

9. You will need to place Straight Cutting Head so the top scribe line lines up with the bottom border line. Fig. 1 below. Pull handle slowly and evenly till the bottom notch lines up with the intersecting lines at the bottom of the guide repeat until all borders are cut. Fig. 2 below

As a double check measure the inside width and height on your board, f the numbers equal the first set of numbers in exercise #1 you have measured correctly. If the measurement is not correct, check your measurements and, also see if guide is set up at the correct width.
