Advanced Art Assignments III, IV

You are working more independently now, so you will be expected to pace your self and set goals for a time line. Students working diligently and improving will have more latitude with time than students that are not working. I will meet with you at least two times a week to determine your progress and give you feed back. If you feel you need more input from me it is your responsibility to seek out guidance from me. Remember I have the background in Art use me to guide you through the process.

Tell a story through your artwork

Every artist whether he intends to or not communicates a message to the viewer. I want you to take an active roll in the story telling part of your work. Your assignment is to create an illustration that communicates a story. You will choose a series of images and collage them either on paper or on the computer. 

Start by looking at the Norman Rockwell book I have behind my desk. Look at the following Pages.

1. Tag # 1 – What day is it? How do you know? What are the visual clues that tell you? 

2. Tag # 2 – What kind of work do these individuals do? How can you tell? Who is the Boss?

3. Tag #3 – What do you think is happening in this picture?  Who is older? What type of relationship do you think they have? What type of work does the older gentleman do? 

4. Tag # 5 – What just happened? What are the clues?

These images that you have looked at have affected you. There are no words but in your mind you can create a story about the figures in these pictures. This is called visual communication!  None of these paintings actually existed in time and space the Artist created them through composition and his own vision. Your task is to create a composition that tells or illustrates a story. 

You will first need to come up with an idea for your drawing.

Next you will need to find images that can help you create your vision.  Collage them physically or on the computer. When you feel composition is good please see me and we will discuss your options. You will next print out composition you may directly render it or, use the over head method to lay out your composition and proportions. This project is to be done in Pencil.  
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
