All Portfolios Must Include:

 

1.
8 pieces of original art work. Mats should be a minimum of 2” up to a maximum of 3 ¼” wide and black or white, except matting for photographs. 

2.
Each of the 8 pieces must have: 

a. a.             Two National Submission Forms – bottom copy taped on all four sides to the back of the piece, top copy secured only on the top edge of the form

b. b.            On the back of the mat for each piece you need the STUDENT NAME and SCHOOL NAME on a typed sticky label or printed neatly onto the mat.

c. c.             On flat pieces, make sure the entry forms are placed in the direction the piece is to be hung. The entry forms must be securely fastened with tape (note: do not use duct tape) as indicated above. 

d. d.            Pieces that require a consent form must have that form attached. 

e. e.             All three-dimensional work should have submission forms affixed to the work as well as a piece of masking tape with the school name attached to the bottom of the work. The school name should be written on the back of all flat work. 

3.
Indicate with a large P on the back of each piece that this is part of the portfolio. 

4.
3 pieces not previously judged at Scholastic may be entered in the full judging day - indicate these 3 with a large PJ on the back of the mat and on the forms. 

5.
Include 2 portfolio entry forms (pages with inventory, schools listed, and teacher, student, and parent signatures). 

6.
Statement of Purpose: You must include a Statement of purpose of no fewer than 300 and not more than 750 words.  Your statement should be typed on a separate sheet of paper and should address the following questions:

a.
Why did you select the work you submitted for your Art/Photography Portfolio? 

b.
How do you hope people will react when they look at your work? 

c.
What role does art play in your life? 

7.
Include a sealed copy of the letter of recommendation. 

8.
Package all work in a container that will protect the work. 

a.
On the outside cover of container include STUDENT NAME and SCHOOL NAME.   

b.
Inside cover - tape/cement large envelope holding statement of purpose, letter of recommendation, official entry form. 

c.
Inside cover - tape the inventory sheet – make sure to indicate PJ's on inventory sheet. 

9.
If the portfolio has 3D work - help us by including a digital image, photo, or drawing of the piece. 

10.
ALL PORTFOLIOS (both art and photography) MUST include electronic image files of each piece – see "Digital Formatting Guidelines" for instruction.  

 

11.
ALL winning portfolios will be sent on to the national program.
