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Advanced Art
Monoprint Project

The first prints an Artist makes from a plate are called the artist's proofs. The number of prints pulled from one plate is called an edition. Often the first three or four prints of a set of prints are different than the rest of the edition. Once a certain number of prints are pulled, the plate is destroyed so that more prints won't be printed later, thus ensuring the value of the edition. At the bottom of a print, are two to three things always written in pencil. On the left is a number that appears as a fraction (e.g. 6/25), this means that the print is number six of a total of twenty five prints pulled from one plate. This number excludes the artist proofs which are designated with an A/P. In the centre of the bottom of the print is the title (if any). At the bottom right, is the artist's name and sometimes a date.
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What You Do: )
1. Using an image from my reference file create a thumbnail sketch for your print. Come up with at least four thumbnails. Start by tracing the template on to scrap paper so your thumbnails will be the correct size of foam.
2. Once you have decided on a thumbnail start by free hand drawing or tracing on to the foam
3. When transferring use different objects to get different thicknesses of line if you are tracing Press hard
4. Remember, your printed image will appear in reverse! 
5. Tape plate to the right side of a large mat board. 

6. To the left of the plate register a piece of printing paper by taping it to the board and then folding it back.

7. Plan your color scheme by painting your thumbnails.
8. Using water color paint set, begin by painting the surface of the foam. Fold the paper overtop, press lightly and voila. It is best if you paint your lightest colors first, and work up to the darkest. Continue till you are satisfied build up your darks slowly.
9. Anything you don’t like you can wipe off the Plate before printing it!

10. Repeat until you have an edition of 6 prints and 2 artist proofs. You can enhance your print by using colored pencils on your image
11. Your edition should include 2 artist proofs and 6 prints. The edition should include 1 print using complementary colors, 1 print using monochromatic colors, 1 print using analogous colors, and 1 of your choice
12. Due Date Will be established by the teacher and student.
One step further: 

· Instead of drawing into the foam, you could press down areas you don't want printed. 
· You could also cut out sections of the foam, ink them up separately, pop the pieces back together and print.

· You may use colored pencil to enhance your image
· Use different tools to get varying widths and designs.
Project requirements
1. 4 thumbnail sketches from a photographic image.

2. 8 prints from plate (foam surface)

3. 3 of the 8 prints need to be  the following color combinations 

· 1 Complementary

· 1 Monochromatic

· 1 Analogous

        4.  Number prints according to directions in the first paragraph of this instruction sheet.

Definitions
1. Mono print - An impression is printed from a re-printable block, such as an etched plate or woodblock, but in such a way that only one of its kind exists

2. Thumbnail - Thumbnail sketches are quick, abbreviated drawings. Usually, they are done very rapidly and with no corrections - you can use any medium, though pen or pencil is the most common. Thumbnails sketches are usually very small, often only an inch or two high. 
3. Plate – A sheet of metal, plastic, rubber, paperboard, or other material prepared for use as a printing surface, such as an electrotype or a stereotype.
4. Edition – A set of prints from one Plate.

5. Register- When printing several colors a print needs to be lined up to obtain correct position so image is correctly printed.
