Students will:
1. Library Community

· Identify and Read Signage and shelf labels, learning the organization of the books using book title, author, and call number.  ELA 1,4 / SS 5 / AASL 1
· Locate a fiction (or everybody) book independently at their reading level.

3. Information Zone

· Understand that each book has a specific address or “home” within the library.

They will locate books within the Fiction, Nonfiction, and Everybody sections independently using title, author, and call #.  ELA 1 / AASL 1

· Use the OPAC with library staff to search for and locate a book by subject, author, or title.  ELA 1 / AASL 1,7
· Identify and verbalize (create a list as a group) various sources of information to solve an information problem.  “Where can I get more information about my topic?”
