Mr. Lund called for a motion to approve the minutes of the December 8th, 2010 meeting.  Prior to approval, Counselor Speziale suggested that a correction needed to be made to those minutes since he had abstained from voting on the motion appointing Joe Zader to the ambulance commission.
RESOLUTION 3-2011
MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 8TH, 2010 MEETING WITH THE CORRECTION was made by Councilor Snavlin, seconded by Councilor Masters and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Chapman, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  
RESOLUTION 4-2011
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE VOUCHERS as audited was made by Councilor Chapman, seconded by Councilor Speziale; motion carried 5 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Chapman, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

Financial Report:  Mr. Chartrand reviewed the Monthly Statement of Supervisor for 
December 2010 and discussed receipts and disbursements including ambulance donations, franchise fees, an insurance recovery, and payrolls which were quite high because there were three of them.  Some discussion followed regarding a question by Councilor Speziale on the fire station.
RESOLUTION 5-2011
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE FINANCIAL REPORT FOR DECEMBER 2010 made by Councilor Speziale, seconded by Councilor Snavlin.  Motion carried 5 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Chapman, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

Parks and Recreation:  Jayne Morse reported on parks and recreation activities including a basketball program for sixth graders and open gym nights on Saturdays in January, February and March.  John Pellettiere has accepted a position on the Parks & Rec Board.  There is still one position available.  Mr. Lund suggested putting something in The Tully News, and Jayne agreed.  Next, there was some discussion about tearing down the building at the top of Green Lake Park.
Highway:  John Herold, newly appointed highway superintendent who is filling out the term of recently retired Bob Frary, gave a report on highway activities.  He reported that things are running fairly smoothly, and he is working on the purchase of a new 4x4 F350 truck on state bid.  Brief discussion followed after which there was the following motion:
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RESOLUTION 6-2011
MOTION TO AUTHORIZE JOHN HEROLD TO PURCHASE THE AFOREMENTIONED TRUCK FOR $31,408.80 ON STATE BID.   Motion was made by Councilor Snavlin, seconded by Councilor Speziale and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.
Mr. Herold continued, reporting on salt and sand reserves, obtaining 2011 prices on stones and paving, and also reported that the new truck is “working out nicely.”  John also mentioned he had spoken to Ralph Lamson regarding driveway permits, and some discussion followed. 

John also cautioned joggers running through the town to wear reflective gear since sometimes it is a problem for our snowplow drivers to see them, especially when visibility is poor. 
Ambulance & Fire:  Captain Bryan Ramsay reported on annual call volume which was up for 2010.  Bryan also reported that there were about 120 more transports to the hospital.  It seems people are sicker at home than previous years.  They’re being transported home from the hospital with more issues than had been in the past.
Bryan reported that it looks like the earliest they may be in the new facility will be March 1st.

Next, Supervisor Lund called for a motion declaring as surplus the old Cannon printer in his office as well as a motion accepting the resignation of town assessor Marshall Taylor.

MOTION TO ACCEPT THE RESIGNATION OF MARSHALL TAYLOR EFFECTIVE JANUARY 31, 2011.  Motion was made by Councilor Speziale, seconded by Councilor Masters and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.

Floor:  Resident John McMahon gave an update on the road preservation and environmental safety committee also known as the committee on hydrofracking.  One of the members of the committee has resigned leaving Mike Dziok and John, so they have been discussing ways the town can regulate any kind of commercial activities including the gas drilling.  John also mentioned possibly meeting with our town attorney to discuss any legal issues that might come up.  Supervisor Lund expressed his concern about maintaining the natural beauty and landscape of Tully.  John asked the board to keep in mind that the committee is committed to being neutral on this issue.  Brief discussion followed.
Legal:  No report.
