7:30pm  Supervisor Lund called meeting to order and led in Pledge of Allegiance. 

RESOLUTION 10-2011
MOTION TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE JANUARY 12TH MEETINGS, BOTH THE ORGANIZATIONAL AND THE REGULAR.  Motion was made by Councilor Masters, seconded by Councilor Snavlin and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Chapman, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  
RESOLUTION 11-2011
MOTION TO APPROVE THE VOUCHERS AS AUDITED was made by Councilor Chapman, seconded by Councilor Masters; motion carried 5 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Chapman, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

Financial Report:  Mr. Chartrand reviewed the monthly supervisor’s report for December 2010 and the following are some of the highlights:  page 4 of the report, summaries of general funds and general reserves; page 5, the community development project for the tennis courts, and the highway equipment bond for $105,000; page 8, the highway fund, the DA fund which is the machinery and snow accounts, the DB account which is the repairs to the roads and the CHIPS project; page 10, Tom gave a recap of the ambulance district fund.  
Overall, Tom reported that “the town is in very good fiscal shape going forward.”

Tom also discussed the end of the year transfers which were approved at the December meeting.
(See Transfer Sheet dated December 31, 2010 attached to these minutes.)

As for the January 2011 report, Tom reported it was a quiet month.  As for receipts and disbursements, the big numbers in the report are the taxes, “and we’re very close to being made whole at this point.”  Brief discussion followed after which the following motion was made:
RESOLUTION 12-2011
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS FOR 12/31/2010 and 1/31/2011.  Motion made by Councilor Masters, seconded by Councilor Speziale and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Chapman, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

The last item discussed during the financial report was a draft of a new procurement policy.  Tom explained the main differences were increased amounts before you go to an official bidding procedure.  The state has increased the maximums.  Brief discussion followed regarding the possibility of needing a local law to address the changes.
Parks and Recreation:  No report by Jayne Morse.  Supervisor Lund did, however, call for a motion to appoint Lucas Erno to the Parks & Recreation Board to replace Gary Malone who has recently resigned from his position on that board.
RESOLUTION 13-2011
MOTION TO APPOINT LUCAS ERNO TO FILL THE OPEN POSITION ON THE PARKS & RECREATION BOARD VACATED BY GARY MALONE WHOSE TERM WOULD HAVE EXPIRED AT THE END OF 2012.  Motion was made by Councilor Snavlin, seconded by Councilor Chapman and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.
Highway:  John Herold reported on highway department activities as follows:
· Have had minor breakdowns, but nothing serious

· Concerned as to overtime hours of the crew while trying to stay within the budget

· Purchased more salt and sand for reserve

· The new truck arrived today and John plans on registering it tomorrow

· A dog was hit and there was concern as to how it would be disposed of
· Townships and County “working together to keep the roads as safe as possible”
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FEBRUARY 9, 2011
Fire & Ambulance:  No report.  However, Supervisor Lund reviewed a copy of a payment plan that had been received from Fiscal Advisors & Marketing, Inc. regarding the new fire station.  Some discussion followed.
Regarding agenda item number 7, after a brief discussion, the following motion was made:

RESOLUTION 14-2011
MOTION TO APPOINT MARSHALL TAYLOR AS ACTING ASSESSOR AT THE CURRENT BUDGETED RATE WITH A START DATE OF FEBRUARY 3, 2011.     Motion was made by Councilor Snavlin, seconded by Councilor Speziale and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.

As to agenda item number 8 on appointing an assessor, Councilor Chapman advised that he and Supervisor Lund had spoken to Teresa Frank from the Office of Real Property Services who had given them the names of several possible candidates to interview, which they did, and they have agreed to recommend Christine DelFuoco.  Councilor Chapman expressed his concern about the 100% equalization rate being ongoing and thus avoiding the need for an extensive revaluation as was done in 2008.  And Christine has indicated that she could do that herself.  Supervisor Lund offered that she is now a full time assessor clerk in the Town of Manlius.  She would start for the Town of Tully as of the 15th of February and work with Marshall, if need be, and would be here on Tuesday evenings and Saturday mornings.
RESOLUTION 15-2011
MOTION TO APPOINT CHRISTINE DELFUOCO TO FILL THE UNEXPIRED TERM OF OUR PRESENT ASSESSOR, MARSHALL TAYLOR, WHOSE TERM WOULD HAVE EXPIRED ON 9/30/2013.  THE NEW ASSESSOR IS APPOINTED AT A SALARY OF $23,500 STARTING ON FEBRUARY 15, 2011      Motion was made by Councilor Masters, seconded by Councilor Snavlin and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.

Next, resident John McMahon announced that he would be formally resigning as chairman of the Road Preservation and Environmental Safety Committee.  He expressed some concerns about the direction and scope of the committee.  Discussion followed.
RESOLUTION 16-2011
MOTION TO ACCEPT JOHN MCMAHON’S RESIGNATION FROM THE AFOREMENTIONED COMMITTEE AND TO DISSOLVE THE ROAD PRESERVATION AND ENVIRONMENTAL SAFETY COMMITTEE FOR THE PRESENT TIME.  Motion was made by Councilor Speziale, seconded by Councilor Chapman and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.
Floor:  Bill Coffin asked about the status of a boiler for the train station.  Mr. Lund said he was told by a representative from National Grid that it would take $35,000 to get gas to the train station.  Some discussion followed.
RESOLUTION 17-2011
MOTION TO AUTHORIZE THE TOWN SUPERVISOR & TOWN CLERK TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF FUNDING TOWARDS THE FIVE-YEAR PLAN FOR TULLY.  THE PLAN WOULD INCLUDE:  REFURBISHMENT OF THE WALKING PATH LOCATED ON TOWN PROPERTY WITHIN  THE VILLAGE; DEVELOPMENT OF THE REAR PORTION OF THE TRAIN STATION; LANDSCAPING & GRADING TRAIN STATION PROPERTY; INSTALLATION OF LIGHTS FOR THE TENNIS COURTS; DEVELOPMENT OF PROPERTY ADJACENT TO THE TRAIN STATION FOR FUTURE PARKING.     Motion was made by Councilor Snavlin, seconded by 
Councilor Masters and carried 5 ayes (Lund, Masters, Snavlin, Chapman, Speziale) 0 nayes.
Legal:  No report.
Councilor Speziale asked about the status of a grocery store for Tully.  Mr. Lund advised that he had spoken with Bart Coleman from Tops Markets and with someone from Hannafords, another grocery chain, so he is still pursuing any possible interest in the project.
