Financial Report:  Mr. Chartrand reviewed the receipts and disbursements for the month of February 2011.  Some of the highlights included general fund receipts, highway receipts and the special ambulance fund.  On the expense side, Tom reported on General Abstract 2, the payout of taxes to the fire department and the trash district; highway payrolls higher due to overtime.
