MOTION TO APPROVE THE VOUCHERS as audited was made by Councilor Masters, seconded by Councilor Speziale; motion carried 4 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

Financial Report:  Mr. Chartrand reviewed receipts and disbursements for the month of April 2011.    Tom reported on justice court fines, NYMIR - return of capitalization, the highway fund and the ambulance fund.  
RESOLUTION 41-2011
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE FINANCIAL REPORT made by Councilor Masters, seconded by Councilor Snavlin.  Motion carried 4 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

Supervisor Lund advised that he had been given a copy of a document entitled, Non-Exclusive License for Use of School Symbol and Logo and explained that it was an agreement between the Tully Central School District and the Town of Tully giving permission to the town to use the school logo without any cost to the town.

MOTION TO AUTHORIZE THE TOWN SUPERVISOR TO SIGN THE ABOVE-REFERRED-TO AGREEMENT made by Councilor Masters, seconded by Councilor Speziale.  Motion carried 4 ayes (Lund, Snavlin, Masters, Speziale) 0 nayes.  

Next on the agenda, Kraig Pritts and Tiffany Nesbitt presented an overview of the proposed school budget for 2011-2012.  Mr. Pritts handed out brochures on the proposed school budget and started by explaining that the budget, if passed, would affect 3.5 positions in the school district and went on to discuss which positions and programs would be affected.  Mr. Pritts reported on declining enrollment, foreign languages, AP physics, academic intervention services and coaching staff.  Ms. Nesbitt reported on the spending plan, reduced revenues, a 1.45% tax levy increase which amounts to about .25 cents per $1000 of assessment or approximately $25.00 on a $100,000 home before any exemptions of any kind that may be applied.  She also spoke of unions and staff negotiations going very well.  All parties were very cooperative.  Also discussed were reserves, additional budget propositions and open school board seats.
Parks and Recreation:  No report.
Highway:  John Herold gave a brief report on highway department activities including:

· Discussion on boiler being sold

· Spring cleanup 
· Roadwork preparations

· Speed limit signs

· Called County on Lake and Long roads

· Demolition of building at Green Lake

· Town and Village Cleanup Day which is this Saturday, May 14th from 9am to 3pm
