The meeting of the Combined Planning Board was called to order by Village Co-Chairman Steve Simon on Wednesday, April 27, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.   The application before the Board involves property located within the Village of Tully and requires an advisory recommendation to the Village Zoning Board of Appeals.
Tully 24 Fitness – Application for Special Use Permit – 38 Clinton Street, Tully, NY
Applicants Jeff Warner and Gary Host submitted an application to lease 2,400 sq. ft. of the building located at 38 Clinton Street (former Ford Dealership) for the purpose of operating a 24-hour Fitness Center for members age 18 and over.  The current use of the subject premises is for commercial use.   

The applicants plan to install restroom facilities (County Health Permit received) and add three (3) more outside security lights which will be not be intrusive to the neighborhood.  There are presently approximately 30 parking spaces.  
Co-Chairman Simon led the Board in discussing issues such as adequate security, lighting and signage, existing use and no existing violations.  The following advisory resolution was made:
Motion #1 was made by Sonny Battle and seconded by William Marinich that the Combined Planning Board recommends the Village Zoning Board of Appeals consider: 
1.
First, an interpretation as to whether or not the Code Enforcement Officer’s determination of private membership club should be reversed and treated as a simple retail operation; not requiring ZBA action for a Special Use Permit.  If they agree, no action is required.  

2.
If you feel a Special Permit is required, the Planning Board recommends granting such permit as long as the ZBA is satisfied with the applicant’s plans for security & lighting (enough for security but not to infringe on the neighborhood).   Motion Carried:  Ayes 5; Nays 0
Motion #2 was made by Joe Puccia and seconded by Hans Christopherson to adjourn the meeting at 8:35 p.m.   Motion Carried:  Ayes 5; Nays 0.
