Tully Community Garden
Guidelines

The Tully Community Garden Committee has decided to operate our first garden as one common plot. There will be 20 shares available to the public: 10 shares at a cost of $25 AND 15 hours of garden work, and 10 shares at a cost of  30 hours of garden work only. In exchange, each shareholder will receive one ‘share’ of fresh vegetables per week while the garden is producing. The excess will be donated to the food pantry.
We are running this as a low budget operation, with many donations of time, rototilling, manure spreading, seeds and equipment. We are hoping to keep costs as low as possible, so you can help by asking around for any seeds which we still need: peas, summer squash (crookneck and zucchini), Swiss chard, seed potatoes, leeks and onion sets.

The work which will need to be done includes measuring the plot and staking it, raking, planting seeds and sets, weeding, rototilling, hilling potatoes, and harvesting. Your time will be recorded on a sign-in sheet at the garden. You will be required to bring your own gardening equipment with you. If you are unfamiliar with gardening, you will be paired with an experienced gardener. A committee member will be in charge at all times, though not necessarily present, so we may need to communicate by cell phones or email in order to coordinate efforts.
There are very few rules this year since we are doing this whole thing as one plot. Children are allowed, and in fact we encourage their involvement, but they must be adult-supervised. Pets are not allowed.

Information about the garden will be shared by email, or by phone if necessary. Garden bulletins will be posted at the garden site as well as in the Clinton Street window of Curves.
