Minutes 5/5/09 Community Garden Meeting
Schedule: the schedule listed in the minutes was discussed and revised to the following:

  Week of 5/3-5/9: clod/rock picking in tomato, squash and bean area, and row covers       
placed over lettuce and beets now and the squashes once they are planted (Helga 
and Deb will do the lettuce and beets this week). Helga will get us Walla Walla 
onion seedlings (sweet onions) for planting in the other half of the radish row this 
week.

  Week of 5/10-16: clod/rock picking

  Week of 5/17-23: bean planting on 5/23 or later. Eunice will check on when the 


second beet planting should be

  Week of 5/24-30: 5/25 or later: plant tomatoes, cukes and squash go in at end of 

 
week or early June.

  As needed: start covering leeks, weeding, thinning 1st beet planting and lettuce

Flowers: Eunice has 54 sunflowers to go in. Deb will bring marigolds and another flower.

Trellises: I will check on the amount of woven wire fencing I have. Beth will find fence


posts for supporting the woven wire.

Acorn squash seeds were donated by Tully Building but will not be used in the TUCC 


garden. I will check to see if we can plant these at St. Leo’s.

Recipes: Beth will find recipes for beans and greens and potato leek soup. Eunice will 
find beet and pesto recipes. They will email them to me.

Shed: garden plan is on whiteboard in shed as is week’s schedule. Key to shed is


attached to an orange garden stake under the farthest south spruce tree.

Communication: I will remain the point person for the group and distribute communication through emails and a whiteboard in the Curves Clinton St. window.

The mission statement composed by Deb Brock was approved by the group.

Harvesting:

  We will harvest Wed am for Wed distribution so food can be brought to the food 


pantry, and Saturday am for Saturday noon distribution. Group members will


email me the dates they can be harvesting and helping with distribution. There 


will be two Saturdays a month when I will have to be at Curves and can’t do


the garden.

  Beth has paper bags which can be used for things like beans and peas. 

  Since we have so few shareholders, we will harvest the lettuce at distribution time so 
there is no storage problem.

  We discussed harvesting herbs and leaned toward taking cuttings off these, but no final


decision was made. The group felt that we should ask shareholders whether they


wanted a particular herb.

  There was a consensus that anyone in the group of garden organizers should have free


access to the produce in the garden.

Amount for distribution: the group felt that each shareholder should be allowed up to a certain amount, and if that was more than needed, they could leave the excess. If someone does not want a vegetable they can leave it, but cannot take more of another.
